4. After all four screws are in place, use the provided wrench to tighten them gradually. Start each screw evenly to maintain proper
alignment. Do not overtighten, as this may damage the threads or the chair frame.

Remember to always keep the hydraulic base in the upright position and never stand
solely on the footrest as it will tip.

After assembly and before use, we suggest pumping the hydraulic to full height and
back down several times to prime the hydraulic fluid. This will keep the pump smooth
and responsive.

Note that short quick pumping is more effective for adjustments than pressing the
lever all the way down each time.
